Several studies have found that LGBTQ young people are overrepresented in child welfare syste
despite the fact that they are likely to be underreported because they risk harassment and abuse
LGBTQ identity is disclosed.

78% of LGBTQ youth were removed or ran away from their foster placements as
result of hostility toward their sexual orientation or gender identity.

Some research on youth aging out of the foster care systems shows 34% reporte

sexual orientation other than heterosexual.
A LGBTQ youth are at risk for overrepresentation in child welfare systems
